1.

The Chapter operates under the overall guidance, rules, and direction of the Board of Directors of the registered organization, headquartered in New York, NY USA. 
Members of the Chapter who have paid their chapter dues are also members of the MBB organization. As a member of this Chapter, each member commits to follow and uphold the mission of Mediators Beyond Borders and will abide by its rules and protocols and principals and values.  
The Chapter may conduct any programs which conform to the mission and principals and values of MBB. Any activity involving any other organization or non-members must be approved in advance by MBB.

Membership Number The Chapter may have up to twenty-five (25) student members enrolled at the [INSERT NAME] University and two (2) faculty advisors.

Professional Rules and Regulations
